
Get to know Valenciaport
the Port Authority of Valencia (PAV) commercially known as Valenciaport, is the body enterprise responsible for
running and administrating the three stateowned ports situated along 80 kilometres of  spain’s eastern
mediterranean coastline. The three ports are Gandia, Valencia and Sagunto.

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Port of Gandía.
General conventional cargo is moved in the Port of Gandía which is equipped with
highly specialised handling equipment for goods such as reels and paper pulp,
wood imports, and local agricultural products.

Port of Sagunto.
The Port of Sagunto has traditionally specialised in general conventional cargo,
mainly iron and steel products (in 2006 they accounted for 44.5% of total traffic).
The Saggas regasification plant came into operation in 2006 and moved nearly
3m tonnes of liquefied gas during the year. The Port of Sagunto also registered
an important increase in vehicle traffic in 2006.

These future plans coincide with the construction of Parc Sagunt, the largest
business and technological complex in Europe, alongside the port facilities.

Port of Valencia.
The Port of Valencia is the most important port in Spain from a commercial
viewpoint, ranking first in the country’s port system for real registered foreign
trade container volume (imports + exports). Valencia channels traffic from all
sectors of the economy and practically all types of commodities. Its main traffics
include construction materials (cement and clinker, tiles, marble, etc.), agriculture
and foodstuffs (grain and fodder, wines and beverages, conserves, fruit, etc.),
power products (diesel, petrol, coal, etc.), chemicals, motorcars (Ford, Fiat, Kia,
Iveco, etc.), furniture and wood, textiles, footwear and machinery, etc. There is
also regular passenger traffic between the Port of Valencia and the Balearic
Islands and Italy and an emerging cruise line market with 83 port calls and 88.170
cruise passengers in 2006.



As a hub port for the Western Mediterranean,
Valenciaport enables goods to be efficiently
distributed over a radius of 2,000 km, not only in
Southern EU countries but also in North Africa
(Morocco, Algeria, Tunisia and Libya) which has a
huge market of 243 million consumers. It also has
an extensive network of feeder services
connecting it to Eastern Mediterranean countries
and the Black Sea which is largely the driving force
behind container transhipment in our facilities
to these destinations.

This capacity for concentrating cargo is based on
conclusive indicators:
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Valenciaport is an optimum choice for any
shipping line as all its customers are aware. 51%
of Spanish GDP and half of Spain’s working
population lie within its hinterland which has a
radius of 350 km. Its proximity to Spain’s capital
city along with excellent land connections by road
and rail (toll free motorway to Madrid) and the
latest generation maritime-port infrastructures
make it the natural port for Madrid and central
Spain and one of the essential platforms for other
economic regions in the country such as Castille
La Mancha, Aragón, Murcia and Eastern Andalusia.

The Port of Valencia’s Logistic Activities Area (ZAL)
is a logistics area covering 68 hectares adjacent
to the Port of Valencia dedicated to maritime
cargo logistics, and particularly, containerised
cargo.

The ZAL completes the full range of services
provided in Valenciaport by ensuring the
continuity of the transport chain. The ZAL is an
efficient logistics tool both for companies already
established in the Valencian Region as a foreign
distribution platform and for companies planning
to set up a strategic distribution centre for the
Mediterranean and Black Sea markets. The ZAL
will have state-of-the art services and equipment,
telematic connections, security and access
control systems, a business centre, banks,
customs warehouses, services for transport and
other auxiliary services.

The ZAL provides SMEs with an area where they
can outsource services to customise, finish off
and add value to products (labelling, assembling,
packaging, customising and finishing off, etc.)
which imply considerable savings in their logistic
chain costs.
